Frequently Asked Questions:
When can I start putting out my rubbish?

Not earlier than the weekend immediately before the collection date, but no later than 7am on the Monday.

What sort of rubbish can I put out?

We will collect:
•	 Household items

•	 Tyres (maximum of 4 per household)

•	 Appliances

•	 Furniture/Carpets

•	 Bric a Brac

•	 Solid, dry paint

We will NOT collect:
•	 Weekly household refuse**
•	 Garden waste and soil**
•	 Industrial, commercial and farm waste**
•	 Renovation and building waste**
•	 Bricks and broken concrete**
•	 Glass**
•	 Car bodies**
•	 Household renovation materials**
•	 Anything that cannot be lifted by 

two people onto the back of a truck**

•	 Hazardous waste such as:

•	 Asbestos/Fibrolite**
•	 Hazardous liquids*
•	 LPG gas cylinders and aerosol cans*
•	 �Oil, and garden and household chemicals*
•	 Batteries*
•	 Used fluorescent tubes*
•	 Liquid paint**

*These items can be taken to the Hazmobile

purpose, please smash it, or otherwise disable it, so it can not be reused by scavengers.

Is there anything else I need to know?

•	 Do not put out items too large or too heavy to be collected by two men. 

•	 Take doors off fridges and stoves.

•	 Papakura District residents only. A $400.00 instant fine will apply to ALL others.
